The City has checked the sewer lines outside of the Library and reported that they were fine.  It was recommended that Gary Poland from Public Service or the Engineering Department be contacted about the drains and sewer lines in the building.

An interactive area in the Children’s Department similar to areas at the Children’s Discovery Museum is being explored.  Georgia, Melissa Robinson from Children’s and Brian Chase from Circulation are planning to visit an architect in the Chicago area that designed an interactive area for the Evanston Library Children’s Department.  Plans are also being explored to turn the Tech Room into a multi-purpose room.  A projector and screen for the Children’s Story Room will be ordered.  A new newsletter, Foreward, will make its debut soon.  An update of the Director’s Goals is included in the packet.
