APPROVAL OF MINUTES.

EARLENE NELSON MOVED (PATTI SALCH SECONDED) TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM THE JULY 19, 2006 MEETING.  THE MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

  IV.  DIRECTOR’S REPORT.   

President Carey-Odekirk welcomed Georgia.  Phil Lenzini stated that only items needing action must be listed on the agenda.    


Georgia reported that Alissa Williams has been hired as the new Marketing Manager.  She begins Monday, August 28, 2006.  The Summer Reading Program was a huge success.  Georgia indicated that she has been responding to many questions regarding the parking lot situation and the closing of the Olive Street entrance.  Georgia reported that construction is moving along and is ahead of schedule.  The carpet has been laid in most of the main areas.  Additional carpet will be laid after book ranges are moved and construction in other areas is completed.    
    V.  FISCAL REPORT.

Kathy stated that the reports are in the packet.  The audit is scheduled for September 1.  Kathy pointed out that a couple of the line items are 100% spent and offered to answer any questions related to the Fiscal Report.  
   VI.  OUTREACH REPORT.


Carol Torrens reported that six people attended the beading workshop on July 29th.  Labels on Outreach items are being changed from EXT to OTR.  Rodney Embrey will be going to Peoria to get his CDL license on Friday.  
  VII.  UNFINISHED BUSINESS.


A.  SIGNAGE. 


Carol Torrens displayed an aluminum frame that would have a vinyl insert with graphics to advertise bookmobile stops.  The cost is approximately $75.00; however, the price would drop to $50 - $60 each if the Library ordered 10-20 signs.  Discussion took place about where the signs would be located, how many signs would be needed, and wording on the signs.  It was recommended that realtors be contacted to donate old frames.  Discussion took place regarding signage for bookmobile stops inside Bloomington city limits since there are more stops in Bloomington than in the Golden Prairie area.  Postcard mailings are sent to residents in areas where new stops are planned or attempts to increase usage of Bookmobile services are made.

A.  Downs Water Reclamation and Sewer.  

The EPA has recommended that the Village of Downs put in a sanitary sewer system.  Mercer Turner, the Mayor of Downs, has notified the Golden Prairie Public Library District Board of a public hearing regarding their request to connect to the Bloomington sewer system because the pipes will cross Golden Prairie areas.  


B.  OPEN MEETINGS ACT.

Georgia reported that changes to the Open Meetings Act effective January 1, 2007 will impact electronic communications.  Information can be distributed by electronic means but no action can be taken without a public meeting.  Hitting the reply all or phone polling are considered violations of the Act.  


C.  BOARD CALENDAR.


Georgia reviewed the information that is included on the Board calendar.  Discussion took place regarding other items that should be listed including deadlines, timelines, and election times for Board Members. 

D.  LIBRARY BOARD GOALS.


Discussion took place regarding goals, the Mission Statement, and filling vacancies on the Board.  Further discussion will take place at the September Board meeting.  

E.  CONSTRUCTION UPDATE.


Georgia announced that construction is ahead of schedule and a grand opening is being planned for November.
