Plans are also being considered to turn the Technology Room) into a multi-purpose room.  A projector and drop down screen for the Children’s Story Room will be ordered.  

The Foundation has received approximately $3,500 from the fundraising mailing.  

Staff is working on a marketing plan for fundraising for the Friend’s challenge.  A copy of the Business Plan is included in the Board Packets.  The goals in the Plan will be evaluated every 6 months.
