 VII.  DIRECTOR’S REPORT.

          Georgia reported that the landscape plan from Sunburst Nursery has been received for the two flower boxes outside the main entrance.  Copies of the plan were distributed to Board Members.  

          The steps between the two parking lots did not meet code so will need to be re-done.  

          A staff member in Adult Services found some kittens that had been abandoned near the patio.  The kittens were adopted to good homes.

          Some of the postcards that were declared surplus have been sold for $40.00 to Babbitt’s Books.

          The October Foundation Board meeting will be changed to Friday, October 12, 2007.   

          President Bowles mentioned that she will not be at the October Board Meeting.  The annual budget will be presented for approval at that meeting and a quorum will be needed to approve it.    

          Georgia confirmed with members of the Budget and Personnel Committee that the Committee was still planning on meeting at 4:30 p.m. on September 19 to review the annual budget prior to the October Board Meeting.  
          President Bowles suggested that a combined “get acquainted” function for the BPL, GPPLD, Foundation, and Friends Boards, and Department Managers be held on December 18th or 19th at Bloomington Country Club.  Past Presidents of these groups could also be invited.  Discussion took place regarding when to have this get-together, whether to invite spouses and whether to have this early evening or a breakfast meeting. Discussion took place on having the get-together in November, January or February since some of the Board Members have many activities already planned for December.  President Bowles will check with Bloomington Country Club regarding some alternate dates.  

          President Bowles announced that an anonymous donor is offering to donate a fountain to the Library that would be in the east flower pot area outside the main entrance.  Two different styles are being considered: a waterfall or a bowl with water cascading over rocks. Discussion took place regarding the fountain and it was decided to wait until the interior decorator is here to make sure the fountain will fit in with the plans.  

          Georgia announced that a sculpture donated by Mr. Bromley in memory of his late wife has arrived.  It is currently sitting near the entrance area to the Children’s Department.  Mr. Bromley has also offered to donate a plaque for this sculpture.  

          Georgia reported that July was a very busy month.  Circulation statistics for the month were the highest that they have ever been. 

   IX.  FISCAL REPORT.

          Kathy offered to answer any questions.  She reported that the Library has received 50% of its revenues.  The remaining property tax revenues are received in December and that money must carry the Library over until the end of the fiscal year.  Eighteen percent of the expenditures have been paid through the end of July.

           C.  FUNDRAISING.

            President Bowles announced that she would like to have the Fundraising Committee start to meet again after the interior decorator is here.  She suggested that the Committee consist of her, as President of the BPL Board of Trustees, Mary Ann Webb, President of the Foundation Board, someone from the GPPLD Board and another member from the BPL Board.  Wilma Bates volunteered to serve as a member.  
     X. UNFINISHED BUSINESS.

         There was no Unfinished Business to come before the Board.  
  XI.  NEW BUSINESS.  

         President Bowles reported that she had received a letter from Karen Daudelin indicating that she was resigning from the Foundation Board.  Discussion took place about appointing two individuals to the Foundation Board.
