  VI.  DIRECTOR’S REPORT.

         Georgia distributed copies of  “the library program” summary from the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation.  This was a report on computer use in libraries.  
         Georgia reported that unfortunately one of the ears on the pink pig in the lobby was broken.  During the last six months that Penelope the Pig has been in the lobby, almost $500.00 was collected.  Plans are being considered on how to get the ear repaired so that Penelope can take up residence in the lobby again to collect more donations.

          Georgia and President Bowles have met with staff from Bloomington Parks and Recreation about landscaping plans.  Wiring for lighting can be accomplished through the present conduit under the parking lot.  The lighting can be done now and work on additional plantings and landscaping can be done this fall.  Plans are being considered for a retaining wall between the upper and lower parking lots.  Discussion took place about submitting a request to the Foundation Board to cover the cost of the lighting.  Six pole lights are being considered for the area between the parking lots.  
           Georgia announced that Chuck Thacker received a thank you from an individual for the prize she received for participating in the Film Fest.  Her film won the top award this year.   
          Discussion took place regarding filtering legislation that is pending before the Illinois Senate 
(House Bill 1727; Mandatory Internet Filters on all Public and School Library Computers).  Provisions of this bill are tied to Per Capita Grants.  
           President Bowles presented her idea for a welcome sign in the lobby.  Discussion took place about using individual plaques with a photo of Bloomington Board Members and their name.  Plaques with the names of Board Members for Golden Prairie Public Library District, the Foundation Board, and the Friends Board would also be mounted in the same area.

          In Kathy Jeakins’ absence, Georgia presented the Fiscal Report.  The Per Capita Grant has been received.  Georgia was asked to check on the status of the mobile home tax to see when that will be distributed by the county.

         A.  SUMMER READING PROGRAM.   
          Melissa Robinson, Children’s Services Manager, presented information on the Summer Reading Program (SRP).  The theme of the SRP this year is “Mission Read: to the Library and Beyond.”   SRP runs from Monday, June 5 through August 5.  Participants can register on line, on the Bookmobile, or at the Library.  The majority of the prizes given out are paid for by the Friends of BPL.  Other sponsors provide funds for other programs and craft activities.  Besides a water bottle, grab bag prizes, a whirly light, and treasure chest items, participants will be able to receive gift certificates to Monicals Pizza and the ISU Planetarium.   Many programs have been planned for this summer including:  Story Times, Challenger Learning Center, Space Lab, Ronald McDonald, Miller Park Zoo, Harry Potter movies and star gazing by Twin Cities Astronomers.  Children’s Staff are doing school visits during the month of May.  Children up to eleven years old may register for SRP in the Children’s Department.  Teens and adults may register for SRP at the Adult Services desk.
