Adults can complete the Summer Reading Program in one of two ways.
- Track your time spent reading by checking off the cattails.  
	 You’ve finished once you’ve read for 20 hours.
- Find and read materials which complete spaces on the lily pad Bingo board. Fill in 	
	 one row (vertical, horizontal, diagonal) of 5 spaces to finish.

When you’ve either read 20 hours or completed 5 lily pads in a row, bring your log 
to the Upstairs Service Desk, the Bookmobile, or Curbside Pickup to claim your  
completion prize and be entered into the adult grand-prize drawing.

- The first day to claim a completion prize pack is Monday, June 13.
- The last day to complete the program, receive your completion 
	 prize, and enter the drawing is Monday, August 1.
- The drawing for a grand prize of gift cards to local  
	 merchants will be held on Tuesday, August 2.

BINGO TIP: 1 book can fill more than 1 space on the board.
EXAMPLE: Harlem Shuffle by Colson Whitehead was published in 2021, is on a 
celebrity reading list, has a BIPOC author, has an author with a “W” name, 
has a gem on the cover, and may make you laugh. That’s 6 spaces filled!
